13 Let's Block and Blow? – original Lemmings level “Let's block and blow”

19 Let's All Go Down the Strand – chorus of a music hall song

20 The Borderland – a play on “The Light of Horderland”, a Lemmings-like game I designed on paper as a child; the level is based on several level layouts from the game

21 Lix Potion Number Nine – song “Love Potion No. 9”

26 Charge of the Lix Brigade – pun on “Charge of the Light Brigade”. The level contains 600 lix.

27 Little Viennese Waltz – poem by Federico García Lorca

32 The Lion, Lix and the Wardrobe – pun on the novel The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe
38 The Two Towers – title of the second volume of The Lord of the Rings

28 Lix Lata – pun on lex lata, “the law as it exists” (see Daunting 22)

29 Prelude – forms a series with Vicious 18 “Toccata” and Vicious 39 “Finale”. All three are named after the level sets of Repton 3 (and all derived from musical terms).

32 Follow the Yellow Brick Road – another song from The Wizard of Oz

14 This Lix is Your Lix – pun on the Woody Guthrie song “This Land is Your Land”

18 This is Too Much Stepping Stones – original Lemmings level “Stepping Stones”

19 Dances with Lixes – pun on Kevin Costner film Dances with Wolves
22 Lix Ferenda – pun on lex ferenda, “future law” (see Quirky 28)

28 Narbacular Drop – game, precursor of Portal
34 Seven Pillars of Lixdom – pun on Seven Pillars of Wisdom, the autobiography of T. E. Lawrence

35 Gomen ne sunao ja nakute – “sorry for not being straightforward” (Japanese), the first line of “Moonlight Densetsu”, the theme song of Sailor Moon
36 Rumble to the Bottom – a line from several children's songs

38 Two for His Heels – a score in the card game cribbage

39 The Lix Who Japed – pun on The Man Who Japed, novel by Philip K. Dick

5 Betcha Can't Save Just One! – pun on “Betcha can't eat just one”, advertising slogan for Lay's

7 Five for Fighting – stage name of an American singer

9 Lixster Quadrille – pun on “Lobster Quadrille”, a dance in Alice's Adventures in Wonderland
10 Lixes in Arms – pun on the phrase (and Dire Straits song) “Brothers in Arms”

11 Down Among the Dead Lix – pun on the traditional song “Down Among the Dead Men”

18 Toccata – see Quirky 29

19 Thomas the Climber – pun on Thomas the Rhymer, a figure of Scottish folklore

20 The Circular Ruins – title of a short story by Jorge Luis Borges

21 The Crimson Room – Flash game. The level layout references the first level of Repton.

17 Tinker Tailor Soldier Lix – “tinker, tailor, soldier, sailor”, a nursery rhyme

20 Metal City Mayhem – a Sonic the Hedgehog adventure gamebook

22 Path of Wickedness – a line from the Ballad of Thomas the Rhymer (see Vicious 19)

25 Las Ranas Hermanas – “the frog sisters” (Spanish)

27 Devil's Right Hand – song by Johnny Cash

28 The Lix Lies Down on Broadway – pun on “The Lamb Lies Down on Broadway”, Genesis song

29 Rhapsody in Blue – composition by George Gershwin. The layout is based on Rhapsody-- (Daunting 1).
